CON ARTIST CREATIVE ASSIGNMENT
This assignment is to create a story about a con artist pulling off a con on a mark. We have looked at what types of cons exist, what skills con artists have, con artist vocabulary, and what makes people vulnerable to cons. You will be applying everything that you have learned about con artists to this creative piece, and the more knowledge you demonstrate, the more successful your project will be.
The completed assignment will be a story that is told in one of the following ways: as a digital storybook (involving images, dialogue, and music); a 2-3 minute video; a 2-3 minute audio recording; or a two-page comic book (using images and dialogue). The assignment will involve some help from other class members, but any writing group can be no larger than two people.  A third person will be needed for the recordings, but that will only be necessary for tasks four and five.

To be adequately prepared for the completed assignment, you will need to complete the following tasks, in order:

Task One  (10 points)
Create two 100-word character sketches for the main characters in the story – ‘the con artist’ and ‘the mark’
Character Sketch Example: James "The Pig" Hamilton
James has been a con artist for at least 15 years. Raised on the streets of the mid-size city of Cornwall, James made a name for himself at farmers' markets, fairs, and street festivals pulling the "pig in a poke" scam so often that he has become known as "the pig."  His success has come because he is a very self-assured, cautious, confident, friendly, and persuasive con artist. He looks like no one out of the ordinary, dressing to suit the occasion and being conscious not to have any distinguishing features so that he blends into any crowd quickly when the need arises. Task Two (10 points)
Decide on which con you are going to be using in your story, describing the con in two to three sentences and noting down any props that will be needed for the con to be successful

Task Three (25 points – 20 for content, 5 for form)
Write a two-page script that will tell the story of the con, with the conclusion being up to you (e.g. is the con successful? Unsuccessful? How do the characters respond? Will there be other characters involved?).  Also be sure to include con jargon for authenticity.
Task Four (15 points – 10 for plan, 5 for process)
Determine in which medium you are going to create story from the options that are provided above.  Once you have decided, the next thing to do will be to decide who will be playing who and who will be assigned to doing what. This will involve creating a plan for how the filming, audio, or comic book will look. You will be given an organizer for this task.
Task Five (40 points – 25 for completed project, 15 for process)
Finally, you will then tell your story in the chosen medium.

At the very least, the first four tasks of the assignment should be completed by the end of this week. This is the culminating assignment of this unit, and will be worth 10% of the course work. You must demonstrate participation in each task to receive the best mark.
